You may come to City Hall during regular Office Hours: 8:30-12:30 Mon-Fri or you can drop off 

your vaccination record and payment in the night drop and a receipt can be mailed to you. 

Registration is $2.00 per dog.

Business owners needing to purchase a Business License can come to City Hall during regular 

Office Hours: 8:30-12:30 Mon-Fri or you can drop off a payment in the night drop and a receipt
